Tball (Age 4.5 to 6) 

 Start teaching the basics of the game: throwing, 

batting, running base 

 Two innings are played where every player bats 

and plays. No score is kept 

 Players will need their own glove, helmet, pants 

and running shoes/cleats 

Rookie (Age 7 to 9) 

 Uses a pitching machine as the pitcher to 

introduce the batter to the pitched ball in a 

controlled environment 

 “Stepping stone” between tball and baseball 

 Players will need their own glove, helmet, 

protective cup, running shoes/cleats 

Mosquito (Age 10 & 11) 

 Normal baseball rules apply with the following 

exceptions: no lead offs, no balks, no infield fly 

 Players will need their own glove, helmet, 

protective cup, running shoes/cleats 

Peewee (Age 12 & 13) / Bantam (Age 14 & 

15) / Midget (Age 16 to 18) 

 Normal baseball rules apply 

 Players will need their own glove, helmet, 

protective cup, running shoes/cleats
